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An Evening on Contraception

A CME “An Evening on Contraception” was conducted by ISOPARB Kolkata Chapter on November 8, 2019 at Hotel De Sovrani, Kolkata. It was started with the introduction by Dr Biswajyoti Guha, Hon Secretary, Kolkata Chapter. Welcome address was given by Dr Arup Kumar Majhi, President, Kolkata Chapter.

First, IT lady frequent traveller living together with boy friend demanding contraception with h/o frequent EC and medical abortion. In second case couple is charging doctors for ligation failure, 3rd pt c/o missing thread and 4th was newly married chain smoker obese diabetic lady had come for contraception. Communication and discussion was observed by Chairpersons and rectified by them and senior persons in audience. It was very interesting. PGs enjoyed too much and learnt more. There were 45 attendants including 19 postgraduates.
